4. Scenarios

The campaign is based in the UK campaign. So, it has 6 scenarios:

1) The Alcazar of Toledo

2) Battle of Madrid

3) Battle of Bilbao

4) Battle of Teruel

5) Battle of Aragon

6) Plan Felix: Invasion of Gibraltar

I recommend buying units to increase the core army and gain experience from the beginning. You should expect ferocious resistance in the late scenarios, especially in the last one.

5. Historical background

The red-winged Frente Popular, a coalition of red parties, won the parliament elections in 1936. In the beginning of July, some members of parliament were assassinated. The anarchist movement became stronger and right-winged parties spreading all over the country.

In this conflictive situation, some garrison commander join in a military coup leaded, among others, by General Franco, eventually in the Canary Islands. He commanded the African Army (the garrison from the Spanish Morocco) and travelled to South Spain to support the coup. Furthermore, Hitler and Mussolini send some troops to participate in the war.

The Spanish Republican government ask for help and some volunteers came to Spain to fight against the fascists. These people were part of the International Brigades. USSR sold new armament, specially the tank, perhaps the best in that time.

After 3 years of war, General Franco won. The new regime was only support by the Axis powers.

In 1941, most of Europe was under Axis feet. The only spot where British remained in the continent was Gibraltar, in South Spain. This was a British colony, merely a rock, which controlled the pass from the Atlantic to the Mediterranean. Spanish people hated British because this portion of land was from Spain, some centuries ago. Hitler met Franco in Hendaya, a railway station in the boundary between Spain and France. Hitler was unable to convince Franco to enter the war and allow free pass to German troops in order to conquer Gibraltar. He even said that he would prefer to have several teeth taken out rather than to speak again with such an annoying man. The conquest of Gibraltar had been code-named "Plan Felix".
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
